Clothing:   Hartland Christian Camp is located at an elevation of about 4500 feet 
with temperatures varying greatly.  Summer afternoons are generally warm (low 
70’s to high 80’s) and nights are cool to cold with temperatures from the 60’s 
down to the 40’s at times.  Bring: 

 Warm clothing for the evenings 
 Cooler clothing for daytime 
 Good walking/hiking shoes 
 “Grubbies” (clothes that can get dirty, muddy, etc.) 
 Jacket, sweatshirt, etc.
